Police may continue to specify conditions in the permit to ensure safe operation
such as restricting operation to certain times or areas to minimize interaction with
other traffic.

Snowmobiles and snow vehicles continue to be prohibited on a highway between
one half hour after sunset and one half hour before sunrise, unless they are
operating under an operation permit that provides otherwise.

The permit, if required, must be carried by operators and prod
request.
